
The Organic Harvester 

This summer program is designed to bring 
together a diverse group of teens to pro-
duce short films.  Fourteen teens (ages 12-
17) will be selected on a first-come, first-
served basis to participate in a two-week, 
hands-on video production workshop 
based in South Hamilton at Green Mead-
ows Farm and the Hamilton-Wenham 
Community House. Over the course of 
the program, participants will work to-
gether in teams to conceive, shoot, edit 
and score short films shot on location at 
Green Meadows Farm and the surround-
ing community. 

When: 

The workshop will take place over a two-
week period – Mondays through Fridays, 
9AM-3PM, July 10-14 &17-21.   

Where:   

Participants will meet at Green Meadows 
Farm, home of the Patton family, on the 
first day. Shooting will take place at the 
farm and the local area.  Post-
production/editing of the films will take 
place at the Hamilton-Wenham Commu-
nity House. The completed films will be 
screened for friends and families of the 
filmmakers at a reception on the evening 
of Friday, July 21st at the Community 
House. 

Registration Fee: 

Cost of the two-week program will $600 
per student. Participants should bring a 
bag lunch; healthy refreshments from the 
certified-organic farm will be provided 
each day. 

About the Faculty: 

Scott Kinnamon: A Denver-based filmmaker, 
Scott is Founder and Executive Director of 
Educational Media Organization, a non-profit 
whose mission is to use video and digital media 
as a tool for engaging and educating youth. 
EMO uses moviemaking to empower kids’ 
imaginations and provide them with tangible, 
transferable academic skills and a heightened 
sense of self-worth. EMO currently sponsors 
classes in over a dozen schools in Colorado 
and also provides professional development to 
educators on the use of digital media in the 
classroom. 

Benjamin Patton: Based in New York City, 
Ben has worked in music and television pro-
duction for 10 years, producing a variety of TV 
specials for PBS, as well as short films and 
documentaries for both film and television. He 
is also a partner in Green Meadows Farm.
